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NEXT STEPS after Filing the FAFSA (Free Application for Federal Student Aid)
When you have your FAFSA Form completed, these are your NEXT STEPS:
1. Mail the SIGNATURE PAGE TODAY if you didn’t use a PIN number!  

2. Turn in or mail the completed ADMISSIONS form to your school.
3. Within two weeks, you will receive 2 things from the US Department of Education:

1) a PIN number if you don’t already have one.  KEEP THIS NUMBER IN A SAFE PLACE and bring it with you when you return to KCAC.  This number will allow you to correct mistakes, make changes, make other copies, and update your Student Aid Report quickly! You may apply for or inquire about your PIN NUMBER at www.fafsa.ed.gov.
2) the STUDENT AID REPORT (SAR).  Keep this report in your files.  You may need to take it the FINANCIAL AID OFFICE at your school to find out about your financial aid package.

4. In 3 weeks if you have not received the Student Aid Report (SAR), call 1-800-433-3243 to ask about the processing date, or use your PIN NUMBER to check the processing date on line – www.fafsa.ed.gov.  If you have further questions, call KCAC at 584-0475 for help.
5. Return to KCAC in February (when you have your Federal taxes completed.) Apply for Financial Aid early to be eligible for state funds!  Preferred deadlines are March 15th in Kentucky and March 1st in Indiana.
Bring your Federal 1040 forms and your W2 forms or documentation of other sources of income.
